L’Assemblée générale,

Ayant examiné le rapport présenté dans le document A/26/6(b) rev.2 transmis par le Secrétaire
général fournissant des informations a jour sur les Membres visés par les dispositions de
I'article 34 des Statuts et/ou du paragraphe 13 des Reégles de financement annexées aux Statuts,

1.

Décide de continuer d’appliquer la mesure de suspension des droits et des priviléges
prévue a l'article 34 des Statuts en vertu de la résolution A/RES/217(VIl) paragraphe 1 a)
et b) et/ou au paragraphe 13 des Reégles de financement annexées aux Statuts aux
Membres énumérés a l'annexe Il.A, s’ils ne sont pas parvenus a un accord avec le
Secrétaire général sur un plan de paiement de leurs arriérés ;

Décide, étant donné leur respect des plans de paiement convenus au cours de la période
considérée dans ce document, de renouveler I'exemption temporaire des dispositions du
paragraphe 13 des Regles de financement annexées aux Statuts et/ou de I'article 34 des
Statuts aux Membres effectifs Cambodge, Iraq, Kirghizistan, Malawi, République
démocratique populaire lao, Gambie, Turkménistan et Uruguay ;

Ratifie les plans de paiement et accorde I'exemption temporaire des dispositions du
paragraphe 13 des Régles de financement annexées aux Statuts et de l'article 34 des
Statuts aux Membres effectifs Sierra Leone et République arabe syrienne, comme appuyé
par le Conseil exécutif a ses cent vingt-deuxiéme et cent vingt et unieme sessions,
respectivement ;

Prend note de la communication officielle du Membre effectif Libéria, expliquant les
circonstances indépendantes de sa volonté qui ont empéché le pays d’honorer ses
obligations financiéres envers I'Organisation, et sait gré au Libéria d’étre disposé a régler
ses arriérés au moyen d’un plan de paiement approprié ;

Accorde au Libéria une exemption temporaire des dispositions du paragraphe 13 des
Régles de financement annexées aux Statuts et de 'article 34 des Statuts, conformément
ala résolution A/IRES/162(VI1) de 'Assemblée générale, étant entendu que ces dispositions
seront réappliquées au Libéria s'il ne présente pas de plan de paiement aux fins du
réglement de ses arriérés d'ici le 31 mars 2026 ;

Décide également de maintenir 'exemption temporaire des dispositions du paragraphe 13
des Regles de financement annexées aux Statuts pour les Membres effectifs Ouganda et
Venezuela, ainsi que pour le Membre affilié Adventure Travel and Trade Association
(ATTA), étant entendu que ces dispositions seront réappliquées a ces Membres s’ils ne
sont pas a jour de leurs plans de paiement d’ici le 1¢" avril 2026 ;

Note avec satisfaction qu’Antigua-et-Barbuda, la Barbade, le Burkina Faso, la Guinée
équatoriale, la Libye et le Pakistan ne sont plus sous le coup des dispositions du
paragraphe 13 des Regles de financement et/ou de l'article 34 des Statuts, étant donné
qgu’ils ont réduit en partie ou en totalité leurs arriérés de contributions ;

A la demande des Membres cités dans ledit tableau, 'Assemblée générale, dans sa
résolution A/RES/761(XXV) (extraits a 'annexe IV.2), leur a accordé une exemption
temporaire de I'application des dispositions susmentionnées aux conditions suivantes :
a) régler immédiatement la contribution de l'année en cours avant la session de
I’Assemblée générale qui examine leur cas ; et b) respecter strictement le plan de paiement
convenu pour le réglement des arriérés.

Le 6 octobre, le secrétariat d’ONU Tourisme a recgu une lettre officielle du Membre effectif
Libéria l'informant des circonstances indépendantes de sa volonté qui 'ont empéché
d’honorer ses obligations financiéres envers I'Organisation et sollicitant une exemption des
dispositions du paragraphe 13 des Régles de financement annexées aux Statuts et de
l'article 34 des Statuts. Ladite exemption est comme prévu par les paragraphes 1 et 2 de
la résolution A/RES/162(VI) de 'Assemblée générale, a savoir que :

«1) le Membre ait expliqué par écrit les raisons de son défaut de paiement et ait
demandeé par écrit d’étre rétabli dans ses droits ;

2) le Conseil ait constaté que les circonstances sont indépendantes de sa
volonté »

Cette requéte est soumise a la cent vingt-quatrieme session du Conseil exécutif pour aval
et a la présente session de '’Assemblée générale pour ratification.

Le secrétariat et le Membre effectif Libéria ont tenu de vastes consultations pour trouver
un accord sur un plan de paiement sur 10 ans par versements échelonnés aux fins du
réglement de ses arriérés d’ici le 31 mars 2026, a soumettre a la cent vingt-sixieme session
du Conseil exécutif pour aval et a la vingt-septieme session de ’Assemblée générale pour
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ratification, sous réserve du strict respect des conditions dont il est assorti.

Toutes les communications recues de la part de Membres apres la date du présent
document demandant I'exemption temporaire des dispositions du paragraphe 13 des
Regles de financement annexées aux Statuts devront étre soumises au Conseil exécutif
puis a la présente session de I’Assemblée générale pour examen.

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Texts of Article 34 of the Statutes and paragraph 13 of the Financing Rules attached
to the Statutes

Article 34 of the Statutes

1.

Article 34 of the Statutes concerning the suspension of Members provides as follows:

"1.  If any Member is found by the Assembly to persist in a policy that is contrary to the
fundamental aim of the Organization as mentioned in Article 3 of these Statutes, the
Assembly may, by a resolution adopted by a majority of two-thirds of Full Members present
and voting, suspend such Member from exercising the rights and enjoying the privileges of
membership.

"2. The suspension shall remain in force until a change of such policy is recognized by
the Assembly."

At its seventh session the General Assembly adopted the following resolution
A/RES/217(VIl) concerning the application of these provisions:

A/RES/217(VII)

Suspension of Members in arrears in the payment of
statutory contributions: Article 34 of the Statutes

"The General Assembly,

"Considering decision CE/DEC/2(XXX) by which the Executive Council recommended the
Assembly to apply Article 34 of the Statutes and consequently to suspend the Members of
the Organization whose contribution arrears are equal to or exceed the contributions owed
by such Members for four financial years and who have not, within six months, agreed with
the Secretary-General on a payment plan for reimbursing these arrears,

"Considering document A/7/10(j) prepared by the Secretary-General pursuant to the above
Executive Council decision,

"Recognizing that Article 34 of the Statutes, which provides the sanction of suspension when
a Member persists in a policy that is contrary to the fundamental aim of the Organization as
mentioned in Article 3 of the Statutes, becomes applicable in the case of prolonged non-
payment of obligatory contributions to the Organization's budget, such an attitude clearly
constituting a policy contrary to the aims of WTO,

"1. Decides to apply henceforward the measure of suspension provided for in Article 34
of the Statutes:

a) when a Member of the Organization has accumulated contribution arrears in respect
of any four financial years, which need not be consecutive, partial payment of
contributions not preventing the measure of suspension being applied, and,;

b) when the aforementioned Member has not agreed a payment plan for the
contribution arrears with the Secretary-General within a period of one year from the
date of the resolution by which the Assembly noted that the measure of suspension
was applicable to the Member pursuant to Article 34 of the Statutes;

3. Requests the Secretary-General to apply the present resolution and to inform each
session of the Executive Council concerning its application”

Paragraph 13 of the Financing Rules attached to the Statutes

3.

The provisions of paragraph 13 of the Financing Rules attached to the Statutes read as
follows:

"13. A Member which is in arrears in the payment of its financial contributions to the

Organization's expenditure shall be deprived of the privileges enjoyed by the Members in the
form of services and the right to vote in the Assembly and the Council if the amount of its
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arrears equals or exceeds the amount of the contributions due from it for the preceding two
financial years. At the request of the Council, the Assembly may, however, permit such a
Member to vote and to enjoy the services of the Organization if it is satisfied that the failure
to pay is due to conditions beyond the control of the Members."

In this regard, at its sixth session the Assembly adopted the following resolution:

A/RES/162(VI)

"The General Assembly,

"Confirms the following provisions;

"When a Full Member becomes subject to the provisions of paragraph 13 of the Financing
Rules and Regulation 8(7) of the Financial Regulations, the Assembly may restore that
Member's right to vote and to enjoy the services of the Organization, only on an exceptional

basis, when:

"1l. the Member has explained the reasons for its failure to pay in writing and has
requested the restoration of its rights in writing;

"2.  the Council finds that the circumstances are beyond the Member's control;

"3.  the Council and the country concerned have agreed to the measures which should
be taken in order to settle the arrears."

The General Assembly,

Having examined the report in document A/25/7(b) transmitted by the Secretary-General containing
updated information on the Members falling under the above-mentioned provisions,

(..)

Decides, in view of their compliance with the agreed payment plans during the period of
reference of this document, to renew the temporary exemption from the provisions of
Paragraph 13 of the Financing Rules attached to the Statutes and/or Article 34 of the
Statutes to the Full Members Cambodia, Gambia, Lao People’s Democratic Republic and
Uruguay;

Ratifies and grants temporary exemption from the provisions of Paragraph 13 of the
Financing Rules attached to the Statutes and Article 34 of the Statutes to the Full Members
Iraq, Kyrgyzstan and Uganda as endorsed by the Executive Council at its 116th, 117th and
118th sessions, respectively, as well as to the Affiliate Members Adventure Travel and
Trade Association (ATTA) whose payment plans were endorsed by the 116th and 118th
sessions of the Executive Council, respectively;

Further approves the payment plans submitted by the Full Members Malawi, Turkmenistan
and Venezuela as well as to the Affiliate Member Pardis Iranian Mana Seir International
Tourism Institute submitted to the present session of the General Assembly;

Also decides to maintain the temporary exemption to the Full Members Sierra Leone and
Sudan, as well as to the Affiliate Member Instituto Medio de Gestao Hotelaria e Turismo
Francisco do Santos (IMGHT-FS), albeit making it clear that these provisions will be
reapplied to these Members if they are not up to date with their payment plans by 1 April
2024;

Notes with satisfaction that Burkina Faso, Congo, Islamic Republic of Iran, Madagascar,
Palau, and Yemen are no longer subject to the provisions of paragraph 13 of the Financing
Rules and/or Article 34 of the Statutes, since they have reduced their contribution arrears
partially or in full;

Establishes the following conditions for the Members requesting temporary exemption from
the provisions of Paragraph 13 of the Financing Rules attached to the Statutes and which
propose payment plans to settle their arrears in instalments: (i) to discharge the contribution
corresponding to the present year before the General Assembly session at which their case
is reviewed, and (ii) strict observance of the plan agreed for the settlement of arrears;

Having regard to Libya’s and Syrian Arab Republic’s special circumstances,

Notes with appreciation their communications regarding their willingness to meet their
financial obligations to the Organization and renews the temporary exemption from the
provisions of Paragraph 13 of the Financing Rules attached to the Statutes, making it clear
that these provisions will be reapplied to these Members if they have not settled their
contributions or submitted a payment plan for the settlement of their arrears by 1 April 2024;
and

Requests the Secretary-General to report to the Governing Bodies about the application of
this resolution and the Members’ compliance with the agreements made with a view, as
the case may be, to maintaining the temporary exemption from the provisions of Paragraph
13 of the Financing Rules attached to the Statutes or reapplying those provisions to them
if they have not fulfilled their commitments.
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
